The role and responsibilities of the FDI

development of position statements, analysis 

and transfer of scientific information to the 

dental profession and others". The aim is to 

review and evaluate the current scientific 

literature and to present the conclusions as a 

service to the world dental community.

Mode of work 
Almost all project.<i oftht' Cc)mmission are 

initiated hy proposals from the Member 

Associations of the FDI, who normally 

submit the ir suggestions in the first quarter 

of each year. All proposals are considered, 

but not all proposals will be included in the 

Commission's working programmt!. 

A Project Manager, one of the members of 

the Commission, is appointed for each work 

project and traditionaJl)~ it is then the task of 

mt! Project Manager to organise a review and 

t!valuation of the current scientific li terature 

reiath'C to the topic and to report o n the 

findings and conclusions to the Commission. 

For all of the projects, a selected panel of 

experts and reterees contribute to the 

de\·t'!opment of reports and state ments. 

The Commission has also studied the 

development of so called e ... idt:nce-based 

dentistry and concluded that this methcxl 

may be used for certain topics of the 

working programme which will be developed 

in cQ-()pcratiun w1th the Cochrane 

Collaboration and sdected uni\--ersity 

institutes world\ ... ide. T his me thoc..l t.:hanges 

the methodology of evaluating scientific 

reports by classifying the e .... idence in differ­

ent categories. It also requires considerable 

techn ical and statistical work, whkh could 

prolong work projt-"Ct~ ofthc Commission 

.md could all>o involve cons iderahle (:()sL~. 
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The current conclusion of the Commission is 

that not everything in dentistry can be 

evaluated by using a srrict evidence-based 

technique at the highest level, not only 

because of the technical and financial impli­

cations, but also - especially for new and 

emerging problems and therapies - because a 

sufficient amount of studies and literature are 

not}-et available. Therefore, the Commission 

will also continue to address such issues and 

not wait for more final and conclusive 

C\idencc. 1he ambition is to continue to 

offer the Member Associations and the 

indhidual clinicians the service of early 

information on topical issues. 

Outcome of the projects 
Depending on the topic, the outcome of the 

Commission's work projects varies and the 

following are a few examples: 

• Some projects are on-going for a longer 

period of time, such as the projtcts on 

HIV/ Aids and Oral Cancer. 

• After the approval by the Commission , 

the scientific review papers are submit­

ted for publication in the International 

Dental Journal, which is the main source 

ofinformation regarding the outcome of 

the Commission's work. 

• A selection of summaries of, or high­

lights from the full reports are also 

published in FDI World. Examples are 

presented in this issue. 

• Draft FDI Statements on important 

topks are submitted to the Council and 

subsequently to the General Assembly ror

• A number of the topics of the Commis~ 

sian's work programme ar~ also pre­

sented at tht': Annual World Dt':ntai 

Congress and at other educational 

programmes.
